XII.  SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:

Mrs. DeDominick said that she attended the construction meeting on the softball field.  She was given a building tour by Mr. Schongar.  She met with the architects and construction management team.  She also met with Mr. Goodwin to go over end of the year projects.  He will be coming back in August.  Mrs. DeDominick stated that she will be attending the Lansingburgh Rotary Club meeting on Tuesday, and prior to that she was going to visit the library  to explore reading programs.  She plans to visit the three Universal Pre-K sites in our district. She said that she, Mrs. Oboyski-Butler and the remaining administrators will be attending a 2-day training workshop at Questar III on Investigating the Links to Improved Student Learning.  Mrs. DeDominick asked Mrs. Oboyski-Butler to report on professional development that has taken place or will be taking place this summer.

Mrs. Oboyski-Butler stated that in June, Mobile Laptop workshop was held as part of Enhancing Education through Technology grant.

The Interactive Strategies Approach is a 30-hour program funded through Title I and in-service credit is given to K-2 teachers who showed an interest in the program.  All K-2 teachers participated, along with Mrs. Alexander and Ms. Crucetti, who are trained on the project.
Curriculum Mapping Conference took place in July.  Heidi Hayes-Jacob, along with 4 teachers and 4 administrators.  One trainer will be returning in August.  ELA Mapping will focus on grade 6 with plans to extend to grade 5, 4, and grade 3 and later for grades 7 & 8.  

The Engaged Readers Book Club consists of about 5 -6 middle school teachers and students coming together to read.

MSP – this is a Math/Science partnership with three 5th grade teachers, one 7th grade teacher and one 8th grade teacher participating.  Fifth grade teachers are working on pond water and are collaborating with Cohoes Middle School.

Grade 9 Academy –Mr. Macri and Mrs. Brown are working on a common planning period for 9th grade teachers.  Mrs. Rovito has received information from other schools.

CASDA is helping us look at our school improvement plan per the curriculum audit.  The KMS SINI team will use this information to meet with Becky Gardner develop team building strategies as they develop the CEP.
Grade 6 Literacy – Teachers are working on reading strategies to investigate shared reading, guided reading, and learning stations.  This workshop was suggested as part of KMS Curriculum Audit.
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Flexible Grouping – CADSA Workshop for KMS -  two presenters and will follow-up during the school year 4 times.

Sam Jovelle from Quester III – Primary K, 1 & 2 are working on Common Core Learning Standards in math. 

August 24th is the Administrator’s retreat.  

Mrs. DeDominick stated that step one is professional development, step two is giving the teachers the tools to get back to work.

New Business:  Mrs. DeDominick stated that the Department of Health selected our school district for the B.M.I index audit.

September 1st is the Board Retreat at 5:30 with Jim Butterworth presenting.
